Set in a majestic stand of 90-year-old
Douglas firs near Clear Creek and the
Sandy River, the original 1971 A-frame

stone chimney divides the view, which
includes a Samish Indian totem pole.
The 2,OOO-square.foot space includes
twO loftS, a sauna, a Japanese bath, and
whimsical diamond. and crescent.
shaped, beveled-glass windows. Restored

brass fixtures and a web-glass window
from the 1910 Welches schoolhouse illu-
minate the cedar interior.
